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General Terms and Conditions (GTC) for Training Courses of the Foundation for 
Young Swiss Abroad (SJAS) 
 
• Admission Requirements: All interested leaders who wish to co-lead in a camp of the J+S sport 

“Campsport/Trekking (CS/T)” are eligible to participate. In principle, leaders of the Foundation for 
Young Swiss Abroad (SJAS) and the Organisation Swiss Abroad (OSA) have priority for available 
spots in the training courses. 
 

 Leader Course CS/T Youth Sports incl. Introductory Course CS/T Children’s Sports 
(Basic Course): The minimum age for course participation is 18 years (the year of birth 
counts). Attendance of a first aid course is a mandatory prerequisite. Please attach a copy 
of the first aid or driver’s license to the application. 

 
 Leader Course CS/T Youth Sports 2 (Advanced Course): The minimum age for course 

participation is 19 years (the year of birth counts). A valid or expired Y+S CS/T Youth 
Sports 1 (Basic Course) certification, as well as proof of having served as a leader in at 
least one camp in the CS/T discipline, are mandatory prerequisites. 

 
• Registration: Registration is carried out via the SJAS database. Proof of the first aid course must 

be sent separately by email to keller@sjas.ch. Registrations are considered in the order of receipt. 
The registration deadline is 15 January 2025. 

 
After completing the registration form in the database and submitting the required documents, a 
confirmation will be sent. 

 
• Course Costs: The course fee is CHF 350.00 (CHF 450.00 for external participants). Participants 

must bear the course fee as well as travel expenses for arrival and departure themselves. 
The course fees will be reimbursed if, after passing the course, within four years participants co-
lead two SJAS and/or OSA camps in the function corresponding to the Y+S recognition. Atten-
dance of the Y+S Advanced Course extends the reimbursement period for the Y+S Basic Course 
fees by two years. 

 
• For valid reasons, the organization reserves the right to cancel the training courses up to 

three weeks before the course week. 
 

• Cancellation Fees: 
• From confirmation until 3 days after confirmation: no cancellation fees 

• From 4 days after confirmation until 15 February: 20% of the total price  

• From 16 February to 28 February: 50% of the total price  

• From 1 March to 15 March: 75% of the total price  

• From 16 March until the course: 100% of the total price 

 
• Attendance: Successful completion of the course requires, among other things, 100% atten-

dance on-site at the course venue. Exceptions may only be granted in specific cases of 
hardship (e.g., funeral, government-ordered COVID-19 measures, etc.) and must be agreed upon 
with the head course management. 

 
• Photos / Videos: By participating, participants agree that photos and videos of them may be taken 

during the course and used on SJAS websites, social networks, and promotional materials such as 
brochures, flyers, etc. Naturally, only photos and videos that respect the personality of participants 
will be used. In case of refusal, this must be communicated in writing no later than 30 days before 
the course to keller@sjas.ch. 

 
• Insurance is the responsibility of the participants.
